REPORT FROM THE CHAIR OF COUNCIL
We asked and you certainly did deliver!

At the 2012 AGM we talked about outreach and how, at New Hope, generosity isn’t an obligation; it’s what we live for. Well what a year for outreach it was indeed. Let’s take a moment and look back at the good works we were able to do in our community by working together:

· Family Skate: Over 50 members of our community came together for a skate, breakfast, tour and presentation generously sponsored by Ivan Joseph and our friends at the Mattamy Athletic Centre

· Postcard Campaign: Through the time and resources generously donated from Willow Print and numerous volunteers from our congregation, we spread our welcoming message by delivering over 500 New Hope postcards to houses within the community.

· Wonderland: Coming together, we helped 8 underprivileged members of our community build family memories for a lifetime through Canada’s Wonderland passes, a parking pass and a cash allowance.

· Community Events: Countless activities throughout the year, each of which brought our community closer together from delivering baking to Firefighters to continuing our work with the Vaughan Food Bank.

Our outreach activities are made possible through the tireless efforts that we focus as a congregation toward stewardship. I would like to congratulate Nancy Stenson, our Fundraising Chair, on a breakout year. With dedicated efforts from the fundraising committee, our Council, the No Hope Players, the Mattamy Athletic Centre project team and our congregation as a whole we generated over $6,500 in proceeds from our two silent auctions and our family skate alone. The greater community has taken notice of our generous outreach efforts within the community. The Vision and Church Development Commission awarded us an additional $15,000 grant to support our efforts and over 40 members within the business community kindly donated their time, funds, products and services to support our work.

2013 was an amazing year for us and I am truly excited about the momentum that is just exploding in 2014 as our Seniors’ Program is poised to really take off. We will continue to leverage our time and resources to share our generosity with the community. BUILDING & PROMOTION COMMITTEE

Our building has had a busy year. 

We have 3 full time tenants who met regularly.  Potters Church who met Friday evenings, Sunday afternoons & the last Saturday each month.  Weight Watchers hold meetings on Monday & Tuesday evenings, Wednesday afternoons & Friday & Saturday mornings.  Maple Star Foster Care held training meeting the third Thursday for 10 months of the year.  They all have committed for the year 2014.

Merriam School of Music held 9 concerts during 2013 & and it looks as if they will be holding just about the same in 2014.

From Oct. 3rd to Dec. 19th, Human Endeavour, a not for profit community service organization held their Adult Day Care program Thursday mornings in the quilters room.

Other groups that have held meetings/events in the past year are Canadian Mental Health Association, York Regional District School Board, & Simerra Property Management who held 4 meetings. (Note – Simerra Property Management are now known as First Service Residential.)

There have also been 3 private functions held in our Banquet Hall.

The Girl Guides held weekly meetings throughout the year on Wednesday evenings & the School Age Sub Committee held monthly meetings.  These are outreach programs. 

On the last Friday of each month, there was a Seniors’ Hymn Sing and lunch held.  This is continuing through 2014.  

The quilters, youth group & choir met regularly and continue to do so.

CHRISTIAN EDUCATION
Sunday school

It has been a busy and fun year for the Sunday school as we continue to use the Seasons of the Spirit Christian education program. The curriculum is divided into the seasons of the church year.  In September lessons focussed on the Season of Creation during which we give our thanks for creation and celebrated the world that God created. Following these lessons we continued with the Season of Pentecost, in which we heard stories of teaching and healing and how God is with us every moment of every day. We then entered the Seasons of Advent, Christmas and Epiphany. Throughout Advent and Christmas, lessons focussed on the hope, peace, joy and love that accompany the preparation and celebration of Christ’s birth. During the Season of Epiphany we studied the beginnings of Jesus’ ministry and how we can be disciples and tell others about the teachings of Jesus.  Upcoming seasons will be the Season of Lent and Easter. During the Season of Lent and Easter we will be looking in our hearts to better understand what it means to be a follower of Jesus. We will be exploring the stories of Holy Week and celebrate the good news of Jesus’ resurrection. We will continue the 50 day Season of Easter by looking at the life of the early church. Our Sunday school year will end with the Season of Pentecost - when we once again look at the stories of Jesus’ teachings and healing and remember that God is always with us. 
A Christmas pageant was organized for December 22nd, however, weather made it difficult for most of the children and youth (and congregation!!) to attend church that day. However, we still went ahead with 6 participants and 6 adults in attendance. We are also hoping to have another outreach event this year where the children and youth show their appreciation to service providers in the community. 

Youth Group

Byng and Sandra Kirby continue to dedicate the 2nd and 4th Tuesday of every month to the Youth Group. The meetings are scripture based, with Byng and Sandra introducing scripture passages or themes from the Bible and the youth discussing these passages or themes. It is a very open ended discussion and the youth are encouraged to form their own thoughts and ideas. In November, Sandra organized an outing to the observatory at York University through one of her neighbours, Dr. Delaney, who works at the observatory. Though it was an overcast evening, the youth enjoyed looking into the night sky.

This group of 6 young men have been meeting for 5 years now. The group began when the participants were between the ages of 9-12; they are now ages 14-17. Due to the busy academic schedules of the youth who are in grade 12, the group is now meeting from 7:00-8:00- however sometimes goes longer depending on how lively the discussion is!!

An attempt was kindly made by Byng and Sandra to begin a junior youth group for children between the ages of 9-12 on the 1st Tuesday of every month, however conflicting schedules made it difficult to continue this group.

In closing I would like to thank everyone who supports the Christian Education Program at New Hope United Church. Thank you so much to the Sunday school teachers- Elizabeth, Mariann, Dahlia, Nancy and Janice. Your dedication to the Sunday school is very much appreciated. Thanks also to Byng and Sandra Kirby for their devotion to the Youth Group. I know a lot of thought and time goes into preparing what will be discussed on Youth Group nights. Thanks also to Reverend Jim, Catherine and the congregation for their support. 

Thank you to the parents who feel that it is important for their children to attend Sunday school, Youth Group and church. And finally, thank you to the children and youth who take time out of their lives to hear and reflect on the stories in the Bible and who inspire me and teach me as I continue on my own spiritual journey.

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MINISTRY & PERSONNEL COMMITTEE

OUR STORY – A NARRATIVE BUDGET

A narrative budget is vision-driven, providing glimpses of how we as a congregation are living out in practical ways the broad brush strokes of our mission as a church. The story of who we are as a church unfolds in Scripture, in the life of Jesus, and in the world. This narrative budget tells that story – the story of our ministry and programming – in a way that integrates dollars, people and mission into one portrait. 

The idea is to help make the connection between the numbers on the balance sheet and the life and work of New Hope.

The New Hope community aims to be an expression of, and witness to, God’s unconditional love and forgiveness for all.  Newcomers, no matter what their experience of church has been, are more than welcome to join us in discovering and sharing this mission with others.  We demonstrate this mission through the Christian practices of:

· Worshipping

· Learning

· Caring

· Reaching Out 

The purpose of this document is to illustrate how our expenditures are broken down into these sections in order to fulfill our mission and to live out God’s transforming love in so many faith-filled ways.

Total expenditures for New Hope United Church:  $208,938.

Worshipping - $78,009 – 37% of our total expenditure budget

We gather weekly as a community of faith to worship and praise God.  We are most fortunate to have a dedicated ministry team, music director and worship committee to prepare our weekly services. We also have a strong tradition of involving lay members in our worship. Services are offered each Sunday at 10:00 a.m. with special services at other times as needed. We provide education for children and youth, preschool to Grade 12, during the church service and a nursery is available for babies and toddlers up to age 3.
Some practical examples that make up the practice of Worshipping include:

· Ministry leadership in worship/preaching

· Instruments, choir, music and staff
